Question: 
Does anyone know if there is a “certificate” or something like it, in order to be able to do IUD insertions?

My hospital is asking if I’m “certified” for doing this procedure even though I have been doing it since I was a resident. It’s not that they do not want me to do it; its just that they are negotiating a deal with some organization and they want to be prepared if these people were to ask if the person who will do the procedure is qualified to do it. 
Reply: 
In 30 years I have never seen "certification" for placement of IUD. Questions like this one are common, when family medicine departments fail to perform due diligence in outlining the generalist nature of the specialty. Language in the bylaws needs to describe "Common procedural skills acquired in residency include, but are not limited to........" This process educates hospital staff and hospital administrative staff. 

Administrative staff produce bizarre requests such as this one because they fail to have faith in the ability of an accreditation committee to differentiate between an IUD and brain surgery. Hyper-regulation leads to the decline of efficiency and demoralizes the individual ability to exercise common sense. Costs escalate as every "t" is crossed twice under the possibility that some phantom attorney MIGHT find a way to sue the hospital. 

Some have termed this the "Death of Common Sense". The natural consequence is a health care industry, which survives through government subsidies and the creation monopolies. Society continues to pay the cost, which currently is 15% of GNP since politicians cannot get elected without making sure that everything is done for everyone.
