1. Lessons from the cesarean section curriculum include care for those surgical incisions which do not heal as expected. This year we have had several which required repeated returns to the office for meticulous wound care. We have not yet purchased the negative pressure devices, but they are an option for these women. Also they are an option for diabetic and vascular insufficiency ulcers which occur regularly.
