This has proven as effective as IV loading. Phenytoin 20 mg/kg over 24 hours is a reasonable load. Status   epilepticus is sent to the ER or  managed with IV Lorazepam, but this is very rare. In mission hospitals

there is no choice but to proceed. More commonly, a family member is brought to the office after a witnessed but self-limited seizure. This study used 100 mg capsules at 2 hour intervals, but the average patient without a significant cardiac history can be given 300 mg po now and every 6 hours for 3 additional doses. Maintenance is started at 300 mg nightly while appropriate diagnostic investigations are pursued.
