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QUESTION::I have been reading many of your posts on the rural discussion lists & thought you may be able to help me out.  I am being recruited to a rural practice in Wyoming where I think I would be a good fit.  They would like me to have c-section training & are looking all over to find it.  This is proving very difficult.  Are you aware of any opportunities whereby a family physician could find this type of training without spending a whole year in fellowship - their needs are immediate
 

REPLY;;As a family physician you are aware of how all things require consideration of community issues and organizational psychology. It takes several months of working with a well trained and emotionally balanced person just to  warm up to the point where they might hand you the scalpel. Then there are the needs to experience the unpredictable series of complications. Today we have a woman post op day 3 with a Hct of 15 refusing blood products. What will happen when you nick the bladder on a repeat? Drop in surgical training does not work. You could do something longitudinally or consider the mission field, but, even there, we do not consider people for hospital missions for less than 1-2 months. Your heart is in the right place, but this community needs to supply you with someone who will work with you in that community. Otherwise, the fellowship is the best current vehicle, unless your current residency is very strong in this area. Wist best wishes for your professional success, 
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
